ROMANCE OF EARLY CALIFORNIA.

The Bays of tiie Buccaneers.

THE FIRST AMERICANS IN I.OS
ANGELES,

The Result of Bringing a Prisoner
Home.

A writer in the Los Angeles Express con-
tributes ttes2 interesting, historical and ro-
mantic reminiscences :

There was a ca-=e tried in oar Courts, some
two months aj;o-—Roberts v.-. Beaadrr— in
which an atcie'jt city sraut was jireseutetl, and
the onlypoint involved was tbe identity of tbe
grautee. Tbe question was, who was Jose
Chapman? There were several old men called
as witnesses, the writer amoi . tbe rest, and
jury who tried itmay remember one venerable
old man of 70 years. While waiting in the
vestibule Iasked him.

"
Did you know Jose

Chap-nan?"
"Yes; 1remember when my father bicusht

him a prisoner from ti;e Orie^a ranch, botb
riding upon the same horsn. Elano ne 103 fn-
sarsentei (tbe year of tbe Insurcents). 1 was
tUPQ a boy ot 8 years. He was to first Ameii-
can Iever kuew or heard of., lie and my
father were «;ieat friends. He was a cood man.
He helped my father put cuthis . nevards,and
he built the honse in wbich ihave lived lor
forty-five years."
Ibad beard tbe story before from that eld

man's lather, and recollect tbe sccae tneoty-
nine years ago, at which Iwas present, where,
is a house on San Pedro street, in this tity,
two old. white-bjired ibcu sat taking tbeir
chocolate and talking over old times, \u25a0\u25a0 nile as
old cr.zzk-d ne-zro oi the most pronounced
African type stood by, cc-asionuliy indulging
inhcirty laughter at tl.e quint remarks ot lii-
old patron, and the niscences of their
meeting, thirtf years before; and one of them
remarked tout lie ciuiriit aud brought to Los
Angeles the fust pair of Americans ever seen
there, one white and the other black.

A PREFACE.

•'EI an') del los ln-ur^entes" is the most
notable epoch in the first lirst ii:tyyears in the
history ot Culitornia, and the best remembered
by men of the past generation, and is tbe year
wheu the events Iurn {join^ to relate took
place.

That my readers may better understand this
narrative, it is necessary to preface it with
some explanatory remarks. Itwas uniform
policy of ripaiu to prohibit alt foreign inter-
course with Jer vast Aaiencan possession;. No
trade wes j>er ujitt^clnith ioreiun countries, and
no imtr;ijr..n!s Mom them aHo.ved to enter her
territory, aod if, from s'.ress of weather or
other casualties, ships of other nations entered
her ports, they were kept under strict surveil-
lance, and icquirrd to depart as soon as their
necessities were relieved, i'or thiee bunched
years Spanish America was like a sealed boole
to tbs rest cf tr,e world. Ifpercuauce some
adveoiiirous traveler, or runaway sailor, suc-
ceeded in enteric^ ber territory; he was f-ent
into the interior and there required to remain.
Thus, wu'.le she jealously fccpD the intrusive
foreigner Irom ber borders, ifhe succeeded in
entering 113 was unt permitted to depart. De-
tween 1797 and 1311 two smn'l parties ofAmer-
icans from Missouri entered New .Mexico. They
were scatteicd singly aacl in lira over four cie
partaicnts, and bad uo oppjr;un>ty of leaving
until the establishment of tue Mexican lude-
pendence in 1522.

The people, however, were always kind and
hospitable, :iud those guests perforce all mar-
ried and sciiled ia the country, and \u25a0\u25a0 >&<•• of
them It-it itwhen they had the power.

la tbe early part ot the present century the
revolt broke out ot the Spanish?America.n col-
onies against ttie mother country,, and lasted
many years, auJ as they bad neither ships nor
sailors, they issued letters ot marque to priva-

teers manned by adventurers of other nations,
ta prey upon ihe Spanish commerce.

From the first settlement ofkCalifornia until
the year nicoticuod above, the only coiumescial
intercourse t'icre was was an occasional vessel
from San iik:s and Ac ipuico, and in this, the
most leinolc ot the Spauish possessions, the
great mass of the people knew little aod cared
less for what was goinjj on in the world•ntsid v,
and pi tests aad soldiers and settlers qaictly aud
peacefully followed their several vocations.

The names,] f-icts, places and dates in th:s
narrative can be substantiated br tbe old
archives and by the testimony of men yet liv-
ing, strause us it1037 c.:w lead; a:id in uiy
narration of the deba'.c ou the reception of the
irst pioneer, Itell the story as told to me by
the principal actor therein.

Cue day in the year ISIS a vessel was seen
approaching the town of Jlonteiey. As she
came nearer she \ra< seen to be armed, and her
decks swarming wrh men, atd she flew some
unknown flag. Arriving within gunshot she
opened lire on the town, and her fire was an-
swered from the battery, while the lancers stood
ready to repel a landing if it should be at-
tempted, or cover the retreat of the families in
case their effort at repulse should be unsuc-
cessful, tor Spain was at r>e.!ce with every mar-
itime nation, aud tbe traditions of the attroci-
ties committed by tbe Baccaoeen at
the end of the seventeeth century
on tbe Spanish main, were familiar to the
people. After some liriDg tbe strange vessel
appeared to be injured by the fire from the bat-
tery, and bore away and disappeared. Tbe
alarm spread along th? coast as fast as swift
riders could carry it, and all (he troops at every
point were ordered to be on the alert. Tee
strange craft next appeared off tbe Oriegi
ranch, situated ou the sea shore, above Saata
Barbara, and landed some men who, while
plundering the ranch, were surprised by some
soldiers from Sauta Barbara] asd before titey
could regain their b ats some four or five were
captured. She next appeared vtl San Luis
Capuu i . landed and plundered the MissiOD,
and sailed away and never was beard of more.
All thai is koown of her is that she was a
i>uenos Avtcju privateer, acd thai her Captain
was a Jb'rencouiau named Uouchard.

As to those cf hfr cre^ she left behind, tho
circumstances under which they were captured
r.ngbl have jusuiied severe measures, but tbe
commaudiute Wj.s a kind bearted man, and be
ordered that if 2117 one woulJ be responsible
for their prcieutaliDi1.wbea called for, tbey
should be set at liberty until orders should be
received from Mexico as to what disposition
should be made ol them.

When tbe alarm eras irivcn. Corporal Aotonio
.Maria Lu^o, who. utter seventeen years of ser-
vice- iv the companj of Santa Barbara, had
received bis discharge and settled null bis
family in Los ABjjeles,in ISIO, neeived orders
to proceed to Santa Barbaia witn all tbp fcrce
the little town cuu'.d spaie. lie wes tbe youngest
son of Private Frascitco Lu^o, who came to
California 105 years a^o, and who,besides those
of his own surname, as appears from his will
dated at Santa Barbara in the year 1801! and
still i: tbe pessessiou of some of his
in this county, was the ancestor, tbroogh his
four daujhters, of the nuaierous families ot the
Vallejos, C«rriUo?, dela Guc- Cotas, Kuzes,
besides cumerous others oi Spanish and Eoj;-
lish'snrnames. He was the veDerable old man
wbos2 striking form was so familiar to' our
older resident.", and who, seventeea years a<ro,
at the ripe ascote ot S3 years, died in this place,
honored aid respected by all.

BRINGING HOME A PRISONER.
Some two weets forward Djca Dolores

Lnzo, who with other wives were anxiously
waiting as *be stood, after cinhiJall, in the door
of her bouse, wliica stillstands oc the i>tieet
now known as Ncjrro Alley,heard the welcome
sound of cavalry aud the jicftle of their sours
as they deli'd 'slon? tie i>a'b north of Fcrt
Hill.

Lugo's judgment turned out to be correct,
and a few days afterwards the Yank pti-
vateetsman might have been seen '\u25a0\u25a0•• the moun-
tains, in what is known among Caltfornians as
the "Church Canyon," ax helping Lu;;o
to get out timber ior the construction of the
church, v work which the excitement caused by
his arrival had interrupted.

TEE COURTSHIP AND MAH£IAGE.
In those days tbe courtsliip was always done

by the elders,' aod the only privilege of the fair-
one was tbe choice of saying "yes" or

Lugo exerted-bimself, vouc'oed for the aocd
character ct the suitor, aud soon succeeded iv

ter of old Sergeant Orteua, the giii who oae
short yesr before had lied in terror from the
wi'd rovers of tbe set, as, v.itii pistol and cut-
las in hand, they rusted od her lather's bouse,
and wbo had first seen tier husband a pinioned
crisoucr, had bravely darcl 10 vow to love,
boaorami obey tbe iair grin-jo. And yeais

Iafter, when tbe country was opened to foreign
intercourse, on tbe establishment of .Mexican
ladepeudctjce ia ISI2, and be first.American
adveuturcrs, trappers and mariners, found their
wav to Calitnrcia, they tcund .lose Chapman at
the?lUiion Sin Gabriel, lair-hairtd cbiidren
plajing around him, carpenter, miUwright a?d
general factotrim ot ;i old Father Sanchez;
and among the vaqueros of old Lu^o they also
found Tom Fisher swinging his riata among to-.-

wild cattle, as be once swung bis cutlas when
be fought tbe Spanish lancers on tie beach at
the Ortega raccb.

Chapman died about the year ISiO, and his
d«s,cend.iats now live in the neighboring county
of Ventura. Isaw Fisb'er ia Scptembtr, 1843,
when Imet him in the Tiibijle.

god bad jost reached here and he was on bis
way to the placers to make bis fortune, tud be
bas never been heard from since.

Ai •!in cnuclusior) of my bumble contribution
to the Centennial history of Los Ange'.es, I
have only to say, which Idj without fear of
contradiction, that the first American pioneers
of Los Angeles, and as far es history and tradi
tion gees, of 11 California, were Jose iiE.igles,
Joseph, the Englishman, alias Joe Chaoman, a
Dative of New England, aud El Negro Fisar,
alias Tom Fisher.

ADDENDUM.
The Express of a later dat says: "A few

days DCc we published a historical sketch
from the pen ot one ol our pioneers, relating
the exploits of a privateer on this coast in the
year 1810. We have since ascertained that
there was an error in tbe account of the attack
upon Monterey. The buccjnfers were not re-
pulsed (rom tbe place, but they charged and
took the battery, dispersed toe garrison, aud
Bet tire to the town. Tbe damage, bowev was
not very great

—
tbe roofs, tbeu of thatch, were

bumfd, bat the buildings were otherwise unin-
jured. Tbe person in command of tb<» battery
aid the place was Don Jose Jesus Vallejo, a
brother of Mariano G. Vallfjo. Don Jose is
still alive, and lives (or did a te* years ago) at
his old home at the Mission of San Jose."
